* STUDENT RECITALS  Conservatory students are invited to perform in scheduled Student Recitals at least once a semester.

* CONCERTS  Free admission to all MCM Concert Series performances and Red Bank Chamber Music Society Concerts for all
school age MCM students.

* NEWSLETTER  Free newsletter announcing upcoming events for all Conservatory student families. Include your e-mail
address to receive information on updated schedules, Conservatory news & upcoming events.

* FINANCIAL AID  When funding allows, scholarships are available to students enrolled for a minimum of 1 year and by
teacher recommendation. The Conservatory grants merit-based scholarships to recognize musical achievement and ability,
and need-based scholarships by application for those who otherwise could not afford musical studies.

* GROUP PROGRAM TUITION for Chorus, Music Theory; and Orchestra/Chamber ensembles is subsidized when possible
through outside funding.

CHORUS  Students age 7 - 18 who are registered and participating in the minimum 18-lesson semester receive a full scholarship.
Non-enrolled student tuition is $150 per semester.

MUSIC THEORY  Students who are regjstered & participating in the minimum 18-lesson semester are eligible for Music
Theory & Ear Training group classes. Includes exam prep for the Associated Board of the Royal Schools of Music theory exams.
Tuition is $150 per semester. Non-enrolled student tuition is $350 per semester.

ORCHESTRA/CHAMBER ENSEMBLE tuition for students who are registered and participating in the minimum 18-lesson semester:
TRIO: $375; QUARTET: $283.50; ENSEMBLE: $200. Non-enrolled student please contact the office for tuition.
